C  O  N  T  R  A  C  T

GENERAL CONDITIONS: AIA Document A201, General Conditions for the Performance of the 
Contract, is hereby incorporated into these drawings and shall be considered as part of the 
requirements for the work.

EXISTING CONDITIONS: Conditions shown on the drawings are as shown on the original drawings 
or as observed on the site, but their accuracy is not guaranteed. Contractor shall verify all dimensions 
and conditions at the site. All discrepancies shall be reported to architect prior to proceeding with the 
work.

THE CONSTRUCTION DOCUMENTS: are provided to illustrate the design and general type of 
construction desired and imply the finest quality of construction, material and workmanship 
throughout.

PERMITS: The contractor shall obtain and pay for all fees and permits relating to the project except 
for the General building Permit Plan Check Fee, which is the responsibility of the owners.

EXAMINATION OF THE SITE and portions thereof which will affect this work shall be made 
immediately by the Contractor, who shall compare it with the drawings and satisfy himself to 
conditions under which work is to be performed. He shall at such time ascertain and check locations 
of the existing structures and equipment which may affect his work. No allowance shall be made for 
any extra expense to which he may be due because of failure or neglect on his part to make such 
examinations.

BUILDING CODES: All construction work, architectural, mechanical, plumbing. electrical, etc., shall 
conform to the latest Edition of the Uniform Building Code and the latest edition of all governing 
codes and regulations as adopted by the local agencies.
